Applications must be received by Jewish Studies no later than Friday, March 14, 2008.    You will be notified of the status of your application by email by Friday, March 21, 2008.  A reading packet will follow early the next week.  Enrollment is limited to 25-30 teachers to assure that all participants can fully participate.  Applications will be evaluated based on personal statements.
